Jonny Wiseman, LNR customer experience director, said:

“Due to engineering works across the network on the Easter weekend, | urge
passengers to check their journey planners carefully to see if their route is
affected.

“If your route is impacted, our advice is to travel either side of the Easter
weekend if possible to avoid significant disruption and longer journey times.”

Meanwhile, LNR has confirmed a normal timetable will be in operation on
Thursday 30 March and Saturday 1 April following the suspension of planned
industrial action by the RMT union.
