The pop-up art event falls shortly before the 2018 ‘Open Arts Trail’, which
showcases the work of artists and makers around Nuneaton and North
Warwickshire.

Alert never cease to amaze and the group’s artistic contribution to Nuneaton
station is always wonderful to see.

“As a train operator, we want to forge close links with the communities across
our network and our relationship with Art Alert just goes to show what can be
achieved through collaboration and sharing of space and resources.
