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West Midlands Railway: Ticket office
modernisation plans consultation
extended

Passengers are being given more time to respond to proposals published by
West Midlands Railway (WMR) to modernise the way train tickets are sold at
stations.

The company, alongside other train operators in England, has today (July 26)
announced that the consultation will be extended to Friday 1 September -
an extra five and a half weeks.



By extending this period, WMR is giving passengers additional time to take
part in the consultation so that more people can have their say on how
tickets are sold at stations.

The proposals represent the biggest change to customer retailing since the
1990s, when 82% of all tickets were sold at ticket offices, compared to just
12% today.

lan McConnell, managing director of West Midlands Railway, said:

“By extending the consultation period we hope more passengers will be able
to have their say on our proposals for ticket retailing.

“The extension will ensure a wide range of voices are heard which will be
important to shape the outcome of the final plans.”
